First Reading (2 Cor 3:15-4:1-2, 5-7)

A reading from the second letter of St Paul to the Corinthians.

Even today, whenever Moses is read, the veil is over the minds of the
Israelites. It will not be removed until they turn to the Lord. Now this Lord
is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. And we,
with our unveiled faces reflecting like mirrors the brightness of the Lord,
all grow brighter and brighter as we are turned into the image that we
reflect; this is the work of the Lord who is Spirit.
